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Introduction

archives of the Dandenong Journal, DDCA annual reports and opposition clubs scorebooks. The Ferntree Gully
and District Cricket Association (1974/75 — Today) has been easier to put together due to the club being able to
preserve most of its scorebooks.

Thanks to the Sherbrooke Historical Society, Belgrave and State Libraries for their assistance along the way.

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The South Belgrave Progress Association got started by establishing the Recreation Reserve in 1925. Originally
part of the “Giles Family” farm, they always referred to it as “The Post Paddock”. Whenever they required fence
posts they always cut them from this area because of the suitable trees that grew there. It wasn’t fully cleared
until the early 1930’s. By 1930 all of the maijor hills townships had a cricket team with the exception of South
Belgrave. Local identity Arthur Elvery was the man who got things started for the club in August 1933.

Prior to World War 2 the Arthur Elvery, R. White, Gus Clements, M. Geoghagen and Bob Gray were the main off
field contributors to the club. South Belgrave did not affiliate in in the MDCA in 1933/34, but played arranged
matches. Competitive cricket was commenced in 1934/35 in the MDCA, in which we lost every match. We were
relatively successful after that with 2 semi final and 2 grand final appearances and the highlight being the MDCA
B Grade Premiers in 1937/38. Harold Hansford scored our first century.

We reformed after recess for World War 2 in 1945. The club became a real focal point for the local community
and held lots of different social activities. We affliated in A grade through the 1940’s and on field success was
limited. Charlie Beasley, Claude Crook, George Eagles, Cyril Kirkland were the off field prime movers. On the
field George Eagles was a star. The late 1940’s saw the commencement of a great quartet of SBCC Legends
Claude Crook, Jack Harrison, Neil Oram and Brian Cordell. They all played through until the late 1970’s.

The 1950’s was a successful period for the club with the addition of a 2" side and regular semi final and grand
final appearances. The highlight of the club’s history to this point is certainly winning the A Grade MDCA
Premiership in 1950/51, a real team effort. However, further premierships remained elusive. Claude Crook,
Hastings Family, Oram Family, Cordell Family, Harrison Familys were heavily involved in all club on and off the
field. The 1950’s saw the club even start to recruit players with the Jack Jones, Peter Miller, Jim Johnson and
Les Gordon all making an impact on field. We had under 16's commence in 1959/60 and we finished the
decade with the A Grade minor Premiership.

The 1960’s saw Claude Crook, Jack Harrison, Neil Oram, Clarrie Kneebone, Brian Cordell and lan Stocks run
the club for over 10 years. New clubrooms finished in 1963. Some of the MDCA clubs starting moving across to
the FTGDCA through the late 1950’s and early 1960’s, putting pressuer on the MDCA to survive. We had semi
final appearances most years, with Emerald proving our stumbling block on several occasions. On field, Clarrie
Kneebone, Bob Wildes, Brian Cordell, Jack Harrison and Graeme Hancock were stars. We won 2 under 16
premierships 1965/66 and 1966/67. 1967 saw the demise of the MDCA, clubs joining the FTGDCA, YVCA and
we joined the DDCA. We recruited several high profile players including Alan Chandler, the Haag Brothers and
one of the clubs best ever performers in Gerry Hammond.

We made the semi final in DDCA A Grade in 1970/71, with Gerry Hammond winning comp batting and taking 60
wickets for the season. The reformation of Emerald meant the loss of some better players and the early 1970’s
was a struggle to wins games. We ended our DDCA affliation in 1974 joining the FTGDCA. The club recruited
Geoff Wright as captain/coach in 1976/77 and he won the Lomax and we won the Premiership, the drought was
broken. We had Peter Ballam to the club in 1978/79 and along with recruit Frank Moss another Lomax Medal
and Premiership. We entered Nielson Sheild the top grade and formed a 3" side. The end of the decade saw a
changing of the guard the retirements of older faces and the younger faces stepping up.

The 1980’s was an interesting period, trying to stay competitive in the top grade and striving for finals. Frank
Moss, Glenn and Brett Oram, Stephen Lee and Craig Neave formed the nucleus of our side. The junior club
was growing and thriving producing some good senior cricketers. The Joselands, Philpots and Reids all heavily
involved on and off the field. Stephen Lee was a star with bat and ball, winning 4 Feaver Medals and countless
club awards. 1988/89 saw an under 16 premiership and the heart breaking draw in the Sheild Final. It saw the
seniors with a 4% side and up to 5 junior sides at the peak. Also the addition of the lovely place we know as
Rae’s Land!

The 1990’s was like a roller coaster with many ups and downs. We started in Sheild with 4 sides, loss of players
saw us exit the top grade. A rebuild, only to lose the Sheild 2 grand final 2 years later. Then a loss of players
and finances saw the club on its knees. No players and a massive debt! The younger brigade stepped up again



with Stephen Day, Davin Reid, Rich Miller, Darren Ray and Brad Trinnick. The club had new social rooms in
1994, mostly thanks the the football club. Another rebuild saw us back to 3 sides winning the Sheild 3 flag in
1994/95 and regular finals appearances through the mid 1990’s. An under 14 flag in 1996/97 a highlight. Then
another loss of players and finances saw us end the decade with 2 sides.

The first half of the 2000’s was a rebuilding period for the club on and off the field. Great players being Daniel
Maxwell, Darren Ray, Travis Fedley, Ash Hart, Brad Trinnick and young gun Glenn Maxwell. We again won the
under 14’s premiership in 2000/01. We were able to win 4 one day premierships in the first half of the decade.
The 2" X1 won their first ever flag in 2004/05. Regular finals appearances for all sides through the 2M half of
the decade, but no more premierships! The Rick Hart / Stuart Alford combination turned around the club on and
off the field. Then the Darren Ray / Daniel Maxwell combination followed on their good work. Off field Neil
Maxwell and Rick Hart were work horses. The introduction of Veterans cricket, a real success story. We have
found the achilles heel of our club to be its batting, something to improve in the next decade.

Mick McDermott and Billy Ziza have 3 years as president and coach. The club gains several major sponsors,
and has new playing shirts to suit. The decade begins with an U/15-2 Premiership in 2011/12 and Glenn
Maxwell making his debut for Australia!l Season 2012/13 was a successful one with 2nds and U/17’s winning
flags and 3 other teams making finals.

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Of the 60 ‘Other’ Matches, there are 15 that are designated as Bye Rounds, while the results from the other 45
are unknown, with no records being published in available local newspapers or ascertained from other known
cricket information sources.



In the beqginning...

The earliest years of the South Belgrave Cricket Club evolved from a willingness of the South Belgrave Progress
Association to ensure greater utilisation of the Recreation Reserve first established at South Belgrave in 1925. It
had been used for social events and as the venue for a number of different ‘sports carnivals’ which were largely
arranged to attract visitors to the area. Progress Association’s in the Dandenong Ranges towns often ran these
mixed sports events as a way of drawing attention to the hospitality of the locals with a view to generating
interest in the community and injecting income into the local economy...

It took some time for the cricket club to be formed, but with the Ferntree Gully Shire residents being hit
particularly hard by the depressed economic circumstances of the 1920’s and into the early 1930’s, perhaps this
wasn’t surprising. Adding to this dispirited time was the stop — start nature of the primary cricket competition in
the area — the Mountain District Cricket Association (MDCA).

It first formed in 1921/22 and ran successfully until recessing in 1927/28, when the number of teams affiliated
dropped to three and the Executive deemed this was insufficient to arrange a Home and Away competition in
that season. In the first season the MDCA affiliated five clubs from Belgrave, Macclesfield, Emerald, Cockatoo,
Gembrook who supported six teams — Belgrave had two teams, but withdrew their second team at Christmas so
five concluded the first season. In 1922/23 these same clubs affiliated again but added Monbulk to form a sixth
club, thereby avoiding a Bye Round. The same six clubs again affiliated in 1923/24, however in 1924/25 Ferny
Creek replaced Cockatoo who could no longer field a team.

In 1925/26 Gembrook withdrew as did Ferny Creek (who only lasted for one season until being resurrected in
the early 1930’s), but their departure was offset by the affiliation of Silvan. However the fledgling competition
was now reduced to five Clubs and the Executive was forced to introduce a Bye Round into the fixture. 1926/27
began with yet another withdrawal as Macclesfield withdrew, bringing the competition down to just four teams
and removing the Bye.

For the first time the Club’s played off for the ‘Carrington Shield’, named after Frederick W. Carrington, one of
the prime motivators behind forming the Association (Secretary from 1922/23 until his passing) and a stalwart of
the Belgrave Cricket Club since its involvement in the MDCA and prior to World War 1 at the Ferntree Gully
Cricket Club. He had died at a young age (35), just as the 1926/27 season was about to begin after
complications arising from an on field accident at the end of the 1925/26 season (He won the 1925/26 Batting
Ave) and the MDCA saw fit to recognise his contribution by naming the Premiership Shield in his honour.

Prior to 1927/28 beginning Silvan signalled its intentions of withdrawing affiliation and without any new
prospective clubs or old ones coming forward the MDCA recessed for the season. It reformed in 1928/29 with
Emerald, Silvan, Monbulk and Belgrave (who also had a team in the Ringwood District Cricket Assoc.) affiliating.
In 1929/30 Belgrave withdrew their MDCA affiliation and fielded two teams in the RDCA, but the other clubs
welcomed the return of Gembrook and Macclesfield, making a Bye an unwelcome addition to the fixture.

In 1930/31 Olinda joined for the first time as cricket had or was now being played at all the major southern
townships of the hills, with the exception of South Belgrave... This didn’t change in 1931/32 when the MDCA
again lost Gembrook but gained the combine from Menzies Creek/Selby and welcomed Upper Ferntree Gully
who had first affiliated with the RDCA in 1927/28 after forming in April 1926.

The 1932/33 season opened with a boom as sufficient clubs affiliated to introduce a graded competition. In
‘Section A’ the teams were Silvan, Gembrook, Upper FTG, Belgrave (returning from the RDCA), Macclesfield,
Monbulk, Menzies Creek and Emerald, while in ‘Section B’ Kallista, Olinda and second teams from Emerald,
Belgrave, Macclesfield, Gembrook, Silvan and Monbulk affiliated.

With this expansion and the lower standard associated with ‘Section B’, interest in organised cricket in South
Belgrave was growing. It was also being fuelled by the success of regular Sports Day’s being held at the South
Belgrave Recreation Reserve. These were being managed by local identities Arthur Elvery and Burton Peach,
who would both become prime movers of the early South Belgrave Cricket Club and the MDCA in the 1930’s



Prior to the formation of the South Belgrave Cricket Club Arthur Elvery had starred with the Belgrave team
featuring in their Premiership teams of 1923/24 and 1924/25. The local press covering the period between 1919
and the 1920’s i.e. The Mountaineer — MOUNT, The Pilot — PILOT, Ferntree Gully News — FTGN & Mountain
District Free Press — MDFP were always full of sports reports — he knew that any publicity for the township would
be good and set about forming a team representing the township...

The FTGN (26" August 1933) reported under a column headed ‘SOUTH BELGRAVE’ and in conjunction with a
meeting announcing the formation of the Prosperity League, a reference as follows...

‘Mr. Elvery (Arthur) stated that a cricket club had been formed, which he thought was a step in the right
direction’...

What transpired between August 1933 and when the 1933/34 MDCA season began is uncertain but South
Belgrave did not affiliate in either of the two Grades, perhaps because the MDCA were unhappy to add a Bye
round to either as both grades already featured eight teams. This didn’t deter the club members as they then
went about practising and arranging a number of social games content with the promise of inclusion in the
MDCA for the 1934/35 season.

15/9/1933 FTGN The Belgrave South Cricket Club opened its season with a successful dance in the
Lockwood Hall on Saturday night. Over fifty couples were in attendance. The club funds should benefit largely
thereby. The arrangements were in the capable hands of Mr. Gus Clements, and an enthusiastic ladies
committee, which is to be complimented on their zeal and preparations.

29/9/1933 FTGN At a recent meeting of the South Belgrave Cricket Club it was decided to negotiate with
the trustees of the Recreation Ground with a view to holding a sports meeting there for the purposes of raising
funds for the club and improvements on the ground.

From the FTGN 12 January, 1934 the first of many match reports was published

2/2/1934 FTGN On Monday (29" January) a match was played on the South Belgrave cricket ground

between South Belgrave and a visiting team from Kooyong. The local skipper won the toss and sent eh visitors
in, who made 239 runs - Eddy 47, Borchers 46, Truscott 26, Garton 25, Tadgell 23, G. Webber 19, Stone 17, T.
Thompson 12. South Belgrave only made 18 in their first innings with Harris being top scorer with 7. Following
on, South Belgrave made 80, Elvery 17, Lindsay 17 and Harris 12, being the only double figure scores. Kooyong
won by an innings and 141 runs.

30/3/1934 FTGN The monthly meeting of the South Belgrave Cricket Club was well attended. Reports
showed that the season had been successful financially, having put down a good wicket and purchased all
material. Credit is due to the ladies committee for its effective work in the interests of the club in organising
socially and organising the club generally.

6/4/1934 FTGN The News included an article on a match between the South Belgrave Ladies Cricket
team and a team representing the Collingwood Ladies cricketers...

Elvery’s efforts to start the cricket club, were proven with a full season of matches arranged and he pushed local
identity, Burton Peach (now on the MDCA Executive) to promote their nomination as a new affiliate for the
1934/35 season. He argued successfully that they had welcomed Ferntree Gully (returning from a six season
recess after being an early affiliate of the RDCA), Cockatoo (resuming from recess) and Upwey (Returning from
two years in the RDCA) in 1933/34 and that the township of South Belgrave should also be represented.



Competitive cricket begins

10/8/1934 FTGN Report on Annual Meeting of the Mountain District Cricket Association, which included
among those in attendance Mr. A. Elvery and Mr. G. Clements from the South Belgrave Cricket Club. The other
delegates in attendance voted unanimously to accept the nomination of the South Belgrave Cricket Club and the
Ferny Creek Cricket Club for affiliation with the MDCA in the coming season.

7/9/1934 FTGN South Belgrave Cricket Club Officials elected for the forthcoming season are President:
R. White, Vice Presidents: Messrs R. Gray & B. Sutton, General Committee: Messrs Lindsay, Evison, Mertyn,
Taylor and Aurisch, Treasurer: Mr. Sutton, Secretary: Mr. A. Clements. It was resolved to affiliate with the MDCA
and a successful season is anticipated.

The first competitive match played by the South Belgrave Cricket Club was played 6/10 & 13/10/1934 against
Silvan ‘B’ at Silvan. It was subjected to rain on the first day (a familiar occurrence in most early October
matches) but Day 2 dawned bright and sunny although the scorecard at the end of the match resulted in a loss
to the new club. South Belgrave batted first and made 46 while in reply Silvan, 7/109 easily won on 15t Innings by
63 runs

Silvan ‘B’ defeated South Belgrave on 15t Innings by 63 Runs

The highest score for the season was 35 by Arthur Elvery against Cockatoo, while the best bowling
performances for the season came from D. Hamilton — 6/33 vs Ferny Creek, W. Hurry — 5/44 vs Macclesfield &
7/28 vs Kallista and S. Courtier — 5/35 vs Cockatoo and a season best of 8/64 vs Gembrook.

The team went through the 1934/35 season without a victory but clearly made a favourable impression with
other clubs in the MDCA as reported in the FTGN 29" March 1935 ‘SOUTH BELGRAVE CRICKET CLUB’ A
rather lean season has been experienced by the local cricket club in their first year’s connection with the
Mountain District Association so far as success on the field was concerned. Socially, however, the club has been
successful, and adopting a true sporting spirit its members are popular with other teams.’

The first victory...

The first victory by the South Belgrave Cricket Club occurred in Round 1 of the 1935/36 season. The game was
played 5/10 & 12/10/1935 against Narre Warren East at Narre Warren East. The scorecard at the end of the
match resulted in an outright victory by 36 runs. South Belgrave batted first and made 54 while in reply Narre
Warren East, at stumps on Day 1 were 4/18. When they resumed on Day 2 a collapse resulted as they lost 6/2
and were dismissed for 20. South Belgrave batted again and scored 33 leaving Narre Warren a target of 68 for
victory. They weren’t up to the task being dismissed for 31 leaving the South Belgrave Cricket Club to record

their first ever competition victory by a margin of 36 runs.

South Belgrave defeated Narre Warren East outright by 36 Runs

Unfortunately no breakdown of the innings or mode of dismissal was published in the reports of the day, but the
scorecard represents the outcome of the match that resulted in the first victory by the club.

Round 2 of the 1935/36 season was played at South Belgrave on 19/10 & 26/10/1935 against Upwey. It
resulted in the clubs first home victory, when South Belgrave scored 120 (H. Hansford 51, R. Gray 17, H.
Edwards 13, I. Gray 12) by Stumps on Day 1. Upwey were then dismissed on Day 2 for 28 (L. Stevens 3/6, L.
Hayes 1/5, H. Hansford 3/7) and 94 (L. Stevens 1/9, H. Hansford 2/32, L. Hayes 3/19). H. Hansford scored 7* in
South Belgrave’s 2" Innings to record a 10 Wicket victory — the first home victory recorded at South Belgrave.

The 1937/38 season loomed as one of promise for the Club as the team made the MDCA finals again, having
first played off in the 1935/36 B Grade Grand Final when they were defeated by Emerald. Unfortunately there
were no scores from this match published although the FTGN reports in its wrap of the MDCA Grand Finals, on
16" April 1936 that... ‘Emerald ‘B’ was too strong for South Belgrave in the B Section.’

In the 1936/37 season Menzies Creek knocked South Belgrave out of the finals race by dominating their Semi
Final against a South Belgrave outfit that had been widely tipped for the premiership. The elusive first pennant
would not be too far away...

The team just snuck into fourth place in the 1937/38 ‘B Grade’ season and were in competition with strong
outfits from Kallista and Silvan from whom it was suggested the Premiership victor would emerge... In the
meantime South Belgrave was quietly going about disposing of Macclesfield in a come from behind 13 run
outright win in the Semi Final. They moved into the Grand Final against Silvan who also had their A Grade team

playing in the Grand Final. The match was played on the 9", 16" & 23" of April, 1938

The ‘B’ Grand Final was fought out between the 4 highest placed teams who did not make the final —i.e. 5t — 8t
position on the 10 team ladder — South Belgrave finished the Home & Away season 6" and defeated
Macclesfield (8") in the Semi Final.

From a healthy position of two grades and 14 teams in 1937/38 the competition was reduced to 11 in 1938/39,
but the two sections remained with South Belgrave being one of the five teams in B Grade. As the war loomed
the 1939/40 season commenced with the remaining 10 teams combined in a single grade competition. The war
had begun to take its toll on the playing numbers with the MDCA forced to introduce rules that allowed
substitutes with full playing rights for members called away on training duties and when they returned from War
services, allowing them to particpate in a match that had already commenced.

The challenges of World War 2 brought local cricket to its knees in the Mountain District Cricket Association, as
many players and officials from the competing clubs enlisted in the defence of the realm. The MDCA went into
recess between 1941/42 and 1944/45, with the years leading up to and after the recess also being effected by
the lack of playing stocks and a withdrawal of teams from the competition.



1945/46 — Recession and recommencement...

The South Belgrave Delegates attended the 1940/41 MDCA AGM (18/9/1940), however the season commenced
without the club who had decided to recess for the season as a result of the decline in numbers. The MDCA was
now operating with just 6 teams — Emerald, Kallista, Monbulk, Belgrave, Upwey and Silvan after Macclesfield

were a late withdrawal. The MDCA went into recess from 1941/42 and resumed in 1945/46.

Perhaps the most significant event in the 1947/48 cricket season was the commencement of the Ferntree Gully
& District Cricket Association, which still thrives as the local competition today and where South Belgrave has
remained affiliated since 1974/75.

The competition began with six clubs fielding nine teams in one grade in the inaugural season and now sixty
summers later boasts over 25 clubs and over 90 teams in 10 grades.



The season commenced with a crackdown in the Rules Administration that included among other changes that
each team must name their playing squad prior to the match commencing and that ‘B Grade’ players could play
in ‘A Grade’ finals without having played in ‘A Grade’ throughout the season! The MDCA also introduced the ‘all
powerful’ — ‘if it's not in the rules then we’ll decide what is a fair and honest interpretation...’

The late 1940’s era was a struggle for the club with finals and premiership successes elusive. The only 1940’s
post War finals appearance occurred in the 1949/50 Semi Final against Emerald. Emerald dominated the match
winning Outright by an Innings and 46 runs.

The Grand Final loss spurred the Club onto greater heights in the 1950/51 season as it carried all before it with a
strong showing in the Home and Away season to once again reach the finals. The Semi Final was played
against Menzies Creek, who sent South Belgrave into bat first on Day 1 (3'¢ March) as reported in the Mountain
District Free Press (MDFP) 8" March, 1951... ‘CRICKET SEMIS — SOUTH BELGRAVE vs MENZIES CREEK’
Menzies Creek sent South Belgrave into bat. South were given a fine start by G. Beasley, who made 30. He
went when the score was 54 and South then lost two quick wickets to be 5/55. Claude Crook steadied the
innings, receiving support from Eagles and Oram. An eighth wicket partnership between B. Collins and Crook
added 31 before Crook was caught in the outfield for 56. Appleby bowled very well. South Belgrave 132 (C.
Crook 56, G. Beasley 30, W. Appleby 4/27, Bourne 3/11) vs Menzies Creek 0/7’

The semi final resumed on Saturday March 10* as reported in the MDFP 15" March, 1951... ‘CRICKET -
MENZIES CREEK vs SOUTH BELGRAVE’ Menzies Creek resumed batting on the second day at 0/7 and
carried the score to 29 when the first wicket fell. Accurate bowling by |. Beasley, however, kept the rate of
scoring down. His first six overs produced 2 runs and his figures at the end of the day were 16 overs 3/19. At
Tea Menzies Creek were 2/70 but after tea good bowling by Beasley and Eagles saw the score slump to 8/90.
Burt and Harmon became associated in a partnership and added 33 runs failing by only 9 runs to give Menzies
Creek a 1% Innings win. Scores: Menzies Creek 123 (Matthews 23, Reid 10, Bourne 14, Duncan 18, Burt 18,
Harmon 14, G. Beasley 2/20, |.

In days when a final was played to an outright result Day 3 commenced on Saturday 17 March, with South
Belgrave batting again. The MDFP of 22"% March reported... ‘SOUTH BELGRAVE vs MENZIES CREEK’ South
Belgrave defeated Menzies Creek in the MDCA ‘A Grade’ Semi Final last Saturday by 83 runs. South started
their second innings with only nine to their advantage in the first innings and were quickly in trouble, being two
down for 12. At 35 Crook was run out and Menzies Creek were well on their toes. Hastings however settled
down to a good innings for South and received splendid support from Beasley, Eagles and J. Oram whose 23
included a six and three fours. Left to score 146 in 50 minutes, Menzies Creek failed in their attempt, and were
all out for 60. G. Beasley taking 5/19 off 2 overs. South Belgrave 132 & 134 (Hastings 51, Crook 16, |. Beasley
14, G. Eagles 19, J. Oram 23, W. Appleby 3/30, L. Reid 4/22 and Burt 2/0) defeated Menzies Creek 123 & 60
(W. Appleby 11, Burt 16, G. Beasley 5/19 and G. Eagles 2/7) by outright 83 runs...

The team moved into the Grand Final against MDCA powerhouse Emerald with quiet confidence....



The 1950/51 Grand Final was a showdown between the league heavyweights Emerald, and the up and coming
South Belgrave unit. The match was played at Belgrave on the 24t & 31st March and 7t April with the first report
published in the MDFP on 5" April, 1951...

‘MOUNTAIN DISTRICT CRICKET FINALS’ South Belgrave appear to be in a winning position with one day’s
play left in the final of ‘A Grade’ Mountain District Cricket, against Emerald. South resumed their first inning at
9/148 and added seven runs before being dismissed for 155, Jack McKay being 32 not out. Emerald set a good
score to get, batted solidly and slowly. R. Harmon, who open batted two hours for his runs which were valueable
to Emerald and his innings avoided the follow on which seemed most likely at once. Later in the day, Joe Hirst,
with some hard hitting, particularly to leg, sent the score up. Of the bowlers, the Beasley brothers were the best,
Geoff taking 3/24 while L. Rowlands bowled well and consistently for his two wickets. The crowd was very
excited towards the end of play when some would have thought a football match was in play. Scores: South
Belgrave 155 (J. McKay 32 N.O.) vs Emerald 8/107 (R. Harmon 24, W. Sands 18, J. Hirst 28 N.O., G. Beasley
3/24, L. Rowlands 2/15).

The team was on its way to victory and needed to obtain the final three wickets and hold out any hopes of a
second innings victory had by stumps on the final day... On resumption after the War the MDCA had done away
with the old rule of playing the Finals to an outright result and had instead restricted the Semi Final and Grand
Final matches to three playing days...

Day 3 loomed on the 7t April with dark clouds and foreboding conditions likely. The MDFP 12" April, 1951
reported in a full page headline and following article...

First Pennant for South since 1938

Emerald set impossible task — P. Chandler in form... South Belgrave won their first Premiership since the
1937/38 season. Their win was due to all round strength and not individual stars. Every member of the side did
well in either the Semi Final or the Final and it was this all round ability that won the premiership for South.

|. Beasley, South opening bowler, took a hat trick — a great achievement, particularly in a final match. He
captured the last two wickets of the Emerald first innings and took a wicket with the first ball of the second
innings. South will hold a Dance on Saturday, April 14" and in the near future will hold a Presentation Ball at
Belgrave Heights.

When play commenced, Emerald needed 49 runs for a win with two wickets in hand. J. Hirst attacked the
bowling but I. Beasley with two good balls dismissed the remaining batsmen with Hirst being 35 not out. On a
wet ground and in bad light South were content to play out time. The only feature of the innings being the
bowling of Chandler, who from 14 overs, took 6 wickets for 27. Emerald was left with the impossible task of
scoring 98 runs in 20 minutes for an outright win.
